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· Create a large visual that includes drawings, pictures, or photos of things you do and don’t like to do. Also, include the characteristics that describe your personality. 
NO words! You will not be able to present if your visual has any words on it other than your name and a title. 
· Present your likes and dislikes and personality traits to the class using a notecard with 6 words or less to help you. If you’re trying for an “Advanced”, no notecard! 
· You must  include:
· No less than two things you like to do
· No less than two things you don’t like to do
· No less than two personality characteristics you are
· No less than two personality characteristics you aren’t
· No less than two seasons and two types of weather

· No less than two other useful vocabulary words
· Examples: ni…ni, nada, mucho, tampoco, también, pero, según, a veces, muy, siempre, nunca, pues, porque, más…que, cuando, en, etc.
***To try for an “Advanced” you MUST:

· include more forms of ‘gustar’ (te, le, nos, les) 
· include more forms of ‘ser’(eres, es, somos, son)

· include more than the required vocabulary above

This will show your ability to describe other’s personalities and to express other’s likes and dislikes, not just your own.
