Performance Assessment Task: 
· In a group of 2 or 3, your task is to create a skit with the language we’ve learned throughout the second unit in a new and creative way. 
· You will need to include questions, responses and vocabulary using correct pronunciation and grammar, so your ideas are expressed clearly to your audience. 
· You will have the rest of class today and all of next class to decide on a plot, practice communicating your ideas, and rehearse. You may also work together during ELOs and after school in the PBL lab to prepare. 
Final skits will be performed Tuesday, February 10 (A) or Wednesday, February 11 (A).

Requirements:

· The skit should have an understandable plot that your peers can follow while listening. 

Some possible ideas for plots include:

· Something important goes missing and the search is on!

· A new student arrives to the school and needs help knowing where to find everything.

· Someone creates a mysterious scavenger hunt and people have to follow the clues to find a prize. 
· Imagine Reagan just one the award for the “Best School Ever” and you’re being interviewed by a talk show host (Ellen, Kelly & Michael, whoever…) about our school. 

· Each student in the group must ask and answer a variety of questions from the unit (greetings and farewells do not count as one of these lines).
· All students must speak equally and there must be evidence of abundant practicing through clear, meaningful and creative use of language.

· You must include props and/or costumes that

connect to your group’s plot and that work to help

your peers understand better.
Seeking an ‘Advanced’? 

· Elaborate on our basic questions, responses and statements to include more vocabulary and/or complex grammatical structures

· Individually contribute more than 4 questions, responses and statements 

· If there is an awkward pause or someone forgets their lines, you can jump in with an extra line to refocus the group, demonstrate your ability to improvise and show mastery of message and interaction

· Practice pronunciation and oral fluency so you sound super smooth
