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Para preparar para la prueba de Unidad 4 …
The evidence will assess multiple MYP Language Acquisition Criteria:

Criterion A: Comprehending Spoken & Visual Text

You will need to listen several native Spanish speakers express their thoughts on different foods and meals, such as their likes and dislikes in Spanish. You will need to be able to identify the following while listening:

· different foods and drinks

· the words for breakfast and lunch

· the use of ‘gustar’ and ‘encantar’ – both positive and negative

· frequency words (never, always, sometimes, once in a while, every day, etc.)

Ways to practice:

· Ask someone to say all of the Spanish words on your “Sounds like” sheet for the foods and drinks and guess their meanings.

· Practice the food/drink vocabulary & the “How-to Use Gustar” using Quizlet flashcards. Listen to the Spanish and guess the English before flipping the card.

· Make sure you have memorized extra essential vocabulary: el desayuno, el almuerzo, mucho, nada, nunca, siempre, de vez en cuando, todos los días, a veces, me gusta(n), no me gusta(n), me encanta(n) no me encanta(n).

Criterion B: Comprehending Written & Visual Text
You will need to read a letter a written by a student from a different country.  You will need to be able to comprehend and make inferences about the following as you read:
· recognizing food/drink vocabulary used in context

· what people’s eating and drinking habits are in that country
· understanding how different forms of comer, beber, and compartir are being used in context

· understanding how different forms of gustar/encantar are being used in context

· comparing and contrasting the other student’s habits with your own

Ways to practice:

· Go to our website. Go to Unidad 4. Scroll down to the resources. Click on the button that says, “QUIZLET: Target Q & A” and “QUIZLET: How-to Use Gustar”. Select Spanish first. Read and try to translate. Flip & check comprehension.

· Rewatch the flipped classroom videos. Fast forward to the translation activities. Do you comprehend each passage? 
Criterion D: Using Language in Written Form

You will need to do two separate tasks for this part:

1) You will need to identify and correctly spell foods and drinks, using the correct articles (the, a, or some). You will need to:

· spell each food and drink correctly

· use the correct structure with nouns modifying nouns (ex. chocolate milk = la leche de chocolate OR fruit salad = la ensalada de frutas)

· use the correct structure with adjectives and nouns (ex. hot dog = el perrito caliente)

· use the correct definite article for the “the” (el, la, los, las) and the correct indefinite article for “a/an” (un, una) or for “some” (unos, unas)

Ways to prepare:

· Work with a partner in ACP. Quiz each other saying different terms with different articles and write the forms down. Have your partner correct your work. 
· Use the “Speller” function with the Quizlet flashcards for the vocabulary.

2) You will need to conjugate a variety of regular –ar, -er, and –ir verbs. You will need to be able to write the following:
· subject pronouns in Spanish (i.e. the words for ‘I, you, he, she, we, they, you guys)

· the conjugated forms of any regular –ar infinitive verb using –o,-as,-a, -amos, -an; and –er verbs using –o, -es, -e, -emos, -en; and –ir verbs using  - o, -es, -e, -imos, -en. 
Ways to prepare: 

· Rewatch the flipped classroom videos.
· Watch the additional videos under the resources part of Unidad 4 on how to conjugate. 
· Using the link to the “Conjuguemos” website to practice verb conjugation.
