Part 1: Criterion A: Comprehending spoken and visual text (Listening to native speakers)
	Strategies:
	Ways to prove you used the strategy:

	1) Learn the food and drink vocabulary for this unit. Most of what each speaker said in their audios were words we were told to learn. Use the Quizlet: Food & Drink Vocab. set under “Antes del dia #1” and “Dia #3”. Use cards and then do other activities.
